16+ Application Process:

If you are a parent of an existing LEH girl moving into the Sixth Form, you will receive
a letter from Mrs Hanbury in the autumn term of UV asking if your daughter wishes to
apply for any of the Sixth Form scholarships. If you would like your daughter to be
considered for a Sport Scholarship, you must complete and return the Sixth Form
Scholarships form by the given deadline. The Sport Scholarship is not open to external
candidates joining LEH at Sixth Form.

As a candidate, you should provide a sports curriculum vitae detailing your chosen
sport, participation and achievements in your chosen sport and in other sports and, if
appropriate, your sports outside school.

Open to:

Sports Scholarships are offered to current pupils who show exceptional ability in the
sport of their choice (which may or may not be a School sport). You will be expected
to have made a significant contribution to sport during your time at the school and
intend to continue with that contribution during the Sixth Form.

What happens on the day?
Selected applicants will be invited to attend a short interview.
